as long as the medium does not project beyond 1/4 inch from poster surface. 
4. Use of copyrighted characters (such as Peanuts, Bugs Bunny, etc.) will not  be accept ed and will 

r esult  in disqualif icat ion.

6. The state finalists will be introduced on stage at the state convention on Friday, May 2nd during the
